MAINTENANCE PLAN
All preventative maintenance on MTED vehicles will be performed at the City of Mesquite Service Center.

Maintenance not provided by the City Service Center will be conducted by out-side vendors authorized by Service Center Superintendent.   

WARRANTIES

When a defect is recognized and determined to be covered under warranty, the vehicle will be returned to the vendor or the manufactures representative agency.

ADA-ACCESSIBILITY EQUIPMENT
As part of the pre-trip inspection the driver will check the wheelchair lift/ramp.  If at that time or during regular operation a defect is noted, the vehicle will be taken out of service and inspected by the Service Technician.

Any and all repairs will be done before the vehicle is placed back in service.

Preventative maintenance on wheelchair lifts/ramps will be performed during regular scheduled vehicle preventative maintenance.

MAINTENANCE REPORTS

The Service Technician upon completion of the service performed will fill out the proper maintenance reports. 

All maintenance reports will be filed at the Service Center office and a copy sent to MTED’S supervisor.

PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE SCHEDULING
MTED’S Supervisor , and Dispatcher will schedule all Preventative Maintenance. 

The dispatcher will keep a record of the mileage on all MTED’S vehicles and will notify

MTED’S supervisor when a vehicle is due Preventative Maintenance. The vehicle will

be put out of service until all work is complete.No vehicle will be allowed to operate

with more than 3,300 miles between Preventative Maintenance.All vehicles will be serviced between 2,700 to 3,300 miles.
